4. Group supervision
5. Reflection on own addiction supervision practice

6. Tools and resources to support the supervision relationship

The Six Module course will be delivered over a 11-week period, with an expected 200 hours to complete. All
Modules are presented online, with Module One to be completed prior to a two-day workshop in Auckland. The
workshop will review Module One and present an overview of the remaining Five Modules. All resources for each
module will be available online, along with a student handbook.
